OUR GROANS ANSWERED BY TRINITY
Intro: Christ’s Hands Raised (Luke 24:50-53)

I. CHRIST’S WILL BEHIND LORD’S PRAYER
Rom 8 = The First Three Petitions, highlighting the 3rd Petition especially:
From the depths of Christ’s being sent in Rom. 8:3 “in the likeness of sinful flesh”, to the heights of His ascended ministry at God’s right hand in 8:34, Jesus carried His victory at the Cross into Heaven, there to intercede for us, and from there to give His Spirit to live within us as “the Spirit of Christ” (Rm 8:9).  In this way, His will in Heaven was accomplished on earth! Because of His will as our Ascended Savior, applied to us by His Spirit, not only are we by faith “in” Christ, as a body knit to the Head, He is also in us, having sent His Spirit to abide in us! 

II. 	FATHER’S WILL BEHIND Lord’s Prayer (Rom 8:3 & 8:32) WSC Q 107) What does the conclusion of the Lord’s prayer teach us?
Answer:. The conclusion of the Lord’s prayer (which is, “For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever, Amen.”) teaches us to take our encouragement in prayer from God only, and in our prayers to praise him, ascribing kingdom, power, and glory to him, and, in testimony of our desire, and assurance to be heard, we say, Amen.  

III. SPIRIT’S WILL BEHIND OUR PRAYERS (Romans 8:26-27) especially seen in THE DOXOLOGY OF LORD’S PRAYER
Back up your petitions with arguments. Do not base these arguments on who we are or on any supposed worthiness in us, for there is none in us or in any creature. Base your arguments on Who God is (faithful, all powerful, all wise and good, gracious in Jesus Christ, etc.)              Rev. Allen Tomlinson
