WCF V.V  The most wise, righteous, and gracious God doth oftentimes leave for a 

season his own children to manifold temptations and the corruption of their own 

hearts, to chastise them for their former sins, or to discover unto them the hidden 

strength of corruption and deceitfulness of their hearts, that they be humbled; and to 

raise them to a more close and constant dependence for their support unto himself, 

and to make them more watchful against all future occasions of sin, and for sundry 

other just and holy ends. Compare Mark 14:66-72 with John 21:15-17. 

 

Confessing for God’s Glory The Truth About The Holy Spirit 

Acts 2:32-41   

Lessons?  

1) Spirit is proof of God’s sovereignty towards the hostile (Acts 2:13, 37)  

2) God’s Spirit given is proof of God’s promise towards sinners (Acts 2:39)  

3) God’s Spirit given is the guarantee of all God’s benefits in this life and the 

life to come (Rom. 8:30)   

The doctrine of the Spirit’s effectual call isn’t a dusty study in the 

science of salvation. It doesn’t support the claim that sovereign 

salvation means that God is disinterested when He saves or that He 

grudgingly saves out of obligation. God “saved us, through the 

washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit” in 

“kindness” and “love” (Titus 3:4-5). God’s call provides great 

assurance to those who have come to Christ and gives hope to those 

who are beginning to feel they must.  (Boekestein; Cruse & Miller, 

“Glorifying and Enjoying God”, p 79)
